IN PIECES WITH ROBIN LOWE AT BROKEN BY DESIGN MAY 3  TO MAY 27 

OPENING NIGHT MAY 3 
 

VANCOUVER, BC – From May 3rd to 27th step into the Broken By Design Mosaic Studio 
Gallery at Main and 16th for Robin Lowe’s stained glass mosaic exhibition called In Pieces.  
The exhibition will consists of eight installed pieces of wall and window art, combined with 
eight mosaic lamps for a soothing lighting experience in the gallery.  Thursday, May 3rd is the 
opening reception from 7:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. 
 
“I call my art medium "stained glass mosaic" because the beauty of the lighting and mosaic 
creates a multi-dimensional piece,” said artist Robin Lowe.  “This is a great opportunity for 
people to see that there is more to mosaic art than meets the eye.” 
 
The main thrust of Broken By Design is to bring people together to create art, namely mosaic 
art and to raise the profile of mosaics in Vancouver, BC and around the world, to both artists 
& crafters, as well as the art community. Mosaics have been around for over 5000 years and 
have benefits that exceed other fine arts, such as painting and photography in that mosaic 
are touchable, functional and artistic all at the same time.  
 
Robin also works on commission projects in just about every medium; stained glass, glass 
tile, ceramic tile, porcelain tile, stone.   Broken by Design is located at 219 East 16th Avenue 
at Main Street.

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Artist Statement 

 
It has been more than six years since completing my first mosaic, and since breaking 

that first ceramic tile, I have been captivated, as though I have reunited with an old friend.  
Though I now use stained glass almost exclusively as my preferred medium, the methods 
are much the same with the beauty of glass allowing me to take my designs further with few 
limits to colour, texture, or application. 
I have always loved great design and am especially interested in the marriage of functionality 
and design of objects for the home.  This medium found me in a time when my interests, my 
thoughts and my actions all seemed aligned.  I didn’t know it at the time, but mosaic was 
about to become a major focus in my life, as it has remained to this day. 

I have spend countless hours in my home studio exploring different methods and 
materials, experimenting with colour, light and form and this has taken me on a journey I 
never could have expected, and a fulfillment I’d never dreamed. 

I find myself craving history, and I think I’m not alone.  I ache for something with 
meaning; that has some sort of an imprint on what has become a disposable society.  In 
mosaic I have found this history of 
craftsmanship, of tradition and a feeling of unity 
with those who have come before me, those who 
used the same methods and techniques 
thousands of years ago. 

Lately I have been focused mainly on 
putting my designs to light.  Creating lamps 
using stained glass and grout to create designs 
that offer a beautiful glow under an artful design 
with blends of colour, shape and form in perfect 
combination. 

I love contrast and contradiction as an 
outcome in art, joining things that are not 
traditionally suited for one another.  I love the 
smooth, delicate nature of stained glass, next to 
the harshness of cement based, gritty grout, and 
the final result of opposite patinas, a glossy next 
to a matte finish that somehow strikes the perfect 
balance. 

I never expected to be an artist, it just kind 
of happened to me – and it has quite literally 
changed my life.  Finding art has given me 
contentment, as though I have finally found what 
I had been unknowingly been searching for, and 
I know, one way or another, I will be making art 
for the rest of my days. 
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Stained Glass Mosaic Works by Robin Lowe 
Artist Biography 

 
Robin Lowe grew up in BC’s east Kootanay’s where her love of the natural world is 
interpreted through her art.  Her art recreates the beauty that surrounds us here in British 
Columbia; the mountains, ocean, and forests. Today Robin resides in Burnaby where her 
business, Robin Lowe Mosaic, has developed from a quest to blend her inspirations with her 
passion for the art of mosaic. 
 
Robin’s designs are functional artworks made with stained glass. They are constructed using 
hundreds of hand cut pieces of colored glass that are placed freehand into a design and then 
grouted. The results are natural and stimulating as the translucency and reflective element of 
Robin’s work is a quality only the glass medium can offer. And because of the very nature of 
mosaic, no two pieces will ever be identical; each piece has an identity of its own. 
 
Robin produces contemporary functional and 
decorative works that are sold online, in local 
gift galleries, and art shows.  Her work 
includes stained glass mosaic lamps that are 
new and unique element in the mosaic 
community. As an artist Robin continues to 
push the boundaries of this ancient medium 
by adding her own blend of modern theory 
and aesthetics to ancient techniques. 
 
Robin is well established in the mosaic 
community. She has participated in several 
local exhibitions including her solo show “Art 
Illuminated” in November of 2006.  Robin now 
teaches mosaic workshops around the city of 
Vancouver, where she lives and works.  Her 
work has been auctioned off for charity, and 
she continues to function as a Vancouver 
artist. Robin has been recognized as a BC 
artist for her work and extensive web gallery 
by organizations such as the British 
Association of Mosaic Artists. She is also a 
member of the newly formed Mosaic Artists 
Association of Canada.  Robin will soon be 
seen in the People Places and Things artist 
label series for Lotusland Vineyards, which 
will be released in summer 2007.
